Tork Craft RTR KTM trio Hanru du Plessis ended 11th, Lourens Erasmus 12th and ⁠Adam Meyer 15th in the 85s. And Team Tork Craft Husqvarna lad Kabelo Ledwaba ended tenth in High School 125s where Tork Craft Blu Cru Yamaha trio Deruk van Aswegan was 13th, Branden van Wyk 15th and Cameron Stuckie 17th.
